Going the Extra Mile 
          It is important to remember that Israel was an occupied 
territory. It was controlled by the Roman Empire. And the Romans 
had a law that greatly embittered the Jewish people.  By law a 
Roman soldier could compel a Jew to carry his weapons, or his 
knapsack, or any burden that he had, one mile.  It didn’t matter 
whether the Jewish person was working in his field or on his way to 
the synagogue to worship, the Roman soldier had the right to 
conscript this man and force him to carry his burden;  so that every 
Jewish boy or man had marked off one mile from his house and had 
memorized the exact distance.  Whenever a Jew was compelled to 
go that mile, he would walk that mile down to the very foot, put that 
burden down, and with a bitter look on his face make the point “not 
one foot  more.”  It is within this context when Jesus says, “And 
whoever compels you to go one mile, go with him two.” (v.41). 
          Moreover, the Pharisees had all of life boiled down to the 
minimum.  They practiced what I call a “minimum morality.”  They 
boiled life down to just the minimum of what they had to do.  Now that 
was exactly the way the Pharisees looked at life, and the way every 
Jew looked at life. They had it all broken down into just how little they 
had to do to get by.  Again Jesus says, “Don’t go just the first mile 
that you have to go, go the second mile that you don’t have to go, 
because that’s where the real blessing of life is found.”   
          To illustrate further the lesson, here’s a story: 
A man was at a gas station after picking his son up from school.  He 
was filling his car up and another man got out of a big truck and 
walked over to  him and said, “Do you know this area very well?”  He 
answered, “Pretty well.”  The trucker then asked, “Can you tell me 
how to get to this street?”  Well he didn’t recognize the street but his 
car happened to have a GPS system in it, so he pulled up a map and 
found the street.  As he began to tell the trucker how to get there, he 
realized it was going to be very difficult for him to find his way 
because there were a lot of turns, lefts and rights, and it was just not 
going to be easy for him to get there. 
          The man was in a hurry.  He needed to get home and had a lot 
of things to do.  But he could tell the trucker was going to have an 
extremely difficult time finding this place.  His son, Joshua, said, 
“Dad, why don’t you just drive there following your GPS and let him 
follow you?”  Dad said, “Son, we don’t have time to do that.” He said, 
“But Dad, he won’t find it unless we lead him.” 
         Well the trucker said, “Mister, that’s okay; I’ll just try to find it 
myself.”  But God spoke to his heart.  The man then said, “Just follow 
me.” So he was following his map and the trucker was following him.  
It took abut 20 minutes to get to his location.  As the man was turning 
around to go back home, the fellow rolled down the window and said, 
“Mister, thank you for your time.”  The man then said, “Well, let me 
ask you, in return for what I did, would you give me five minutes of 
your time?”  He then responded, “Sure.”  “Sir, do you know the Lord 
Jesus?”  He teared up and said, “Are you a preacher?” When he told 
him he was, the trucker replied, “Mister, I do know Jesus and I know 
that God brought you into my path because my daughter was 
murdered this past year and I just really need you to pray for me.” 
          All of a sudden, that second mile didn’t seem very long to him 
at all.  You will find that when you go that second mile, you will not 
only be a blessing, but you will be blessed.  Becoming a Christian is 
one thing; being a Christian is another.  May we take every chance 
we get for the glory of Jesus, for the goodness of others, and 
because of the grace of God, go the second mile.
