We stand with Martha, first in her honest admission of hurt and
puzzlement over her brother’s death, then in her confession of
faith in Jesus’ power to transform death into life. The raising of
Lazarus underlines that power: His own Resurrection will affirm
that Jesus is truly the Lord of Life. God love you!
